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Cut a strip of paper,
about 20 cm wide and
long enough to go
around your head. Cut
slits, about half way
down, all along the
strip. Glue the ends of
the strip together, as
shown.

Cut out a peak of card
and glue it on to the
round hat.
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Bend over a strip on each
side and glue the ends
logether in the middle.
Glue two strips from the
two_other_sides in_the
middle. Glue _together,
one at a time, all the other
strips.

You choose the colours of the
card you use, or you can paint it
and decorate yourself on your
style.
